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These are the minutes of IEEE 802.18 Telephone Conference Call held on November 22, 2010.
Tuesday November 22, 2010, 11 AM to 1 PM CST.

1. The Chair called the meeting to order at 11 AM CST. 

2. The meeting addresses input from IEEE 802 to the Ofcom consultation on Implementing Geolocation.
3. The Vice Chair asked attendees to email the Chair and Vice Chair their name and affiliation to establish attendance.

4. The Chair established that a quorum is present on the call.

5. The Vice Chair opened by reviewing 18-10/81r1 with the members on the call.

6. The document was edited with contributions from several members and uploaded by the Vice Chair as 18-10/81r2 for final review.

7. Apurva Mody noted that he had contacted Bob Heile, Chair of 802.15, concerning the minimum bandwidth recommendation, and Bob made no formal objection to the 2.5 MHz minimum bandwidth proposal in the comments.

8. The following motion was made

Motion: To approve 18-10/81r2, a submission to the Ofcom Implementing Geolocation consultation, authorizing the Chair of 802.18 to make minor edits as needed, and to create the cover letter and formatting required by Ofcom, and publish as an IEEE 802.18 document for EC review and approval.

9. The Chair opened the discussion on creating a response to the ECC consultation on TVWS.

10. Winston Caldwell, Fox Entertainment, outlined the state of the document, and that it has been presented to 802.11, but 802.11 has made a statement that was not supportive. Further, Winston suggested that 802.11 might not agree with moving forward with the response. 

11. The Vice Chair notes for the minutes that 802.11 has not submitted comments to the to 802.18 regarding the ECC consultation as of the date of this meeting.

12. The Chair uploaded the document as 18-10/83r0, Comments to the ECC Report on White Space Operation.

13. Winston Caldwell presented the document in detail. He pointed out that Comment 5 was rejected by 802.11. 

14. If Comment 5 doesn’t go forward, Winston is not sure that the rest of the document is sufficiently valuable to submit. 

15. Winston pointed out that there is an opportunity for 802.11 to submit something, but they haven’t taken advantage of it here.

16. The Chair said that, since we are not submitting comments to the ECC report, IEEE 802 needs to be sure to monitor the ECC implementation process, and make sure to comment on each phase of the process.
17. Chair adjourned the meeting at 12:39 PM CST.
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
