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The procedure for the selection of a PHY and MAC for 802.22 TG1 shall be:

1) New Proposals

The deadline for submission of proposals for TG1closed prior to the beginning of the July 2006 Plenary session. 

2) Presentations:

Presentation of revisions and clarifications to proposals already under consideration by Task Group 1 and arising out of comments and discussions occurring between face-to-face meetings shall be limited to 50 minutes. Any such presentations shall be in the proper format and submitted to the Task Group 1 chairman and the 802.22 WG chairman for posting not later than 5:00 PM  (EDT)  Wednesday September 13, 2006. There shall be no changes to presentations after that date/time unless agreed to in advance by the chairman for procedural reasons. 

If the presentation is completed prior to the expiration of the 50 minutes allotted, the remaining time may be used for discussion regarding the presentation.  Any further discussions will be held following the last presenter and shall be limited to 30 minutes for each presentation. 

Following the discussions there will be a panel discussion whereupon the presentors will all be available to respond to questions and comments for 60 minutes. 
3) Down Selection: 

The vote to down select is not a vote to accept a proposal in its entirety. It is a vote to select a baseline proposal, which will then be edited by the entire task group prior to the balloting process. 
Down selection shall be as follows:

a) Votes to down select shall be by roll call vote, to vote for one proposal or abstain
b) The proposal (or proposals in case of a "tie") receiving the fewest votes is eliminated; accepting however that if no proposals remain, there will be an additional 30 minutes allotted to each remaining presentor to state their case. Following the discussion, there will be a revote according to clause 3) a above. 
c) The process continues with a vote as in 3) "a" and "b" eliminating proposals. If no single proposal emerges from this process (i.e, the vote continunes to result in a tie) prior to the end of the session, a motion for a new call for proposals will be considered by the chair. 

d) When one proposalis left, there shall be a confirmation vote on that proposal requiring a 75% approval.  If the remaining proposal fails to achieve a majority, the members who voted "no" shall immediately be requested to state why they voted no and what would be required to change their vote to yes.  The proposer shall have an opportunity to respond to the concerns of the no voters, after which another roll call vote will be taken. 

If, by the end of the session no proposal achieves a 75% confirmation vote, there will be a new call for proposals. 
If at any time a proposer chooses to withdraw their proposal, that proposal is removed from consideration. If all proposals are withdrawn, a motion for a new call for proposals will be considered by the chair. 

Presentations will be scheduled in advance by the Task Group chairman on a rotating basis (first presenter at one meeting will present last at the next, second presenter at one will be first at the next, etc.). If the proposer or their designee is not present at the allotted time, that presentation will not be rescheduled, however, the proposal is not withdrawn.
