Agenda item 4: we reviewed the current Working Document to determine where the SM is referenced and where the work developed during these calls should be inserted.
Dave: the Spectrum Manager first existed in Section 6.1.1 Reference Architecture.

Gerald: The SM may be appropriate in Sensing section.

Steve: the SM should be outside of sensing.  It should be in the MAC.

Dave: we might make a new section defining the SM inputs and outputs.

Wendong: we should create a separate section in the MAC. 

Steve: we need a new subclause in the MAC section (6.x).

Gerald: not sure that the SM belongs within the MAC.  It is a separate beast.  Insert a new clause (section 9).  Tutorial text to explain the behaviour of the SM will not mix well with the message tables in the MAC.

Wendong: the new section might go before the MAC. (section 5).

Dave: the SM should be described with Figure 6, which needs to come before the MAC.  The SM is a management entity, not a higher layer.  You must define the primatives for the interface.

Gerald: it is not in the data path, it is a management path.

Wendong: it should be inside the MAC.  The management could be defined in the MAC.

Dave: the MAC only defines the protocols.  The SM is not a protocol.

Wendong: the SM is an entity within the layer with a set of protocols within the layer.

Dave: the protocol is the MAC.

Agenda item 5: Kyutae Lim presents doc # 257r1.
Does SM exist only at BS or at CPE as well?

Gerald: SM should only be in the BS.  The BS controls the CPE.
Dave: CPE is a follower.

Wendong: the CPE can have a limited set of SM functions
Gerald: data fusion occurs at the BS

Steve: Should the operator have access to the SM?

Dave: we need to define the primitives to access the SM from the higher layers.

Channel set will be kept and managed in the MAC?
Gerald: the channel list should go in the SM and not in the MAC.

Dave: agrees.

Kyutae: the SM needs to keep all of the channel lists for each CPE.

Gerald: the list does not reside in the MAC.  The MAC sends the list of channels back and forth to update.

Kyutae: each CPE maintains a list of 5 channels.

Gerald:  MAC packets are already defined to do that, except at initialization.

Kyutae: plans to move channel list into the SM.

Gerald: could show the Channel list as a separate registry accessible by the SM.

Wendong: CPE should have a channel list with a SM of limited functionality to make local decisions.

Steve: the CPE should have a channel list in memory.

What would be parameter for judging the quality of channel?
Kyutae: the CPE should report measurement parameters as opposed to making the decision on the quality of the channel.

Gerald:  The SSF should report back through the MAC data path, then into the SM.

Kyutae: Quality of channel is a decision of the SM, as opposed to the SSF.

· Kyutae will update his presentation for the next call.

· Must decide where and at what level the SM will reside.
