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1. Objectives
1. Thoroughly review the working document.

2. Resolve technical and editorial issues as many as possible in the working document.

3. Provide a revision of the working document that is ready for the ballot.

2. Problems

1. There are a relatively large number of unresolved items (see below for the current list of items)
2. The discussion during the conference call typically are lengthy
3. We have very limit time available in the conference calls

4. It seems difficult to conduct group review on the draft document

3. Work Plan

1. Before the Face-to-face meeting

Three types of actions are suggested before the face-to-face meeting:

a. Individual review of the working document

Members of the MAC group should individually review the working document and propose discussion items (comments with suggested remedies) through Email Discussion (as shown below).

b. Conference calls discussion

Two tasks are suggested during the coference calls:

i. Highline of the proposed items (comments and remedies);

1) Limited to 10~20 minutes for each presentation and discussion;

2) Detailed discussions can go to Email Discussion

ii. Ad hoc group decision making on the proposed items.

1) Using straw poll.

c. Email discussion
Email discussion can be used for the following two tasks:

i. Propose discussion items (comments and remedies)

ii. Discuss technical and editorial details of the proposed discussion items (comments and remedies)

2. During the Face-to-face meeting

a. Group review of the draft document

i. The document to be review should incorporate the ad hoc decisions

ii. Raise discussion items (comments and remedies) if identified during the review process.

iii. Make ad hoc group decisions and propose corresponding action items to the WG

iv. Raise unresolved items to the WG for further discussions and decisions.

b. Revision of the draft document in accordance with the action items approved by the WG
