The agenda was approved by unanimous consent.

All participants were aware of the IEEE patent policy.

The minutes document from last week was approved unanimously.

CPE initialization figure:

Change “Valid NMEA String?” to “Valid NMEA String at the BS Spectrum Manager?”

Gerald suggested to separate the validation steps at the BS.  The first is to validate the string.  The second is to validate the position relative to the BS and the other CPEs.  There should be two separate boxes.

Gerald stated that the “Perform neighboring network discovery” box should be removed.  It has been done already.

Gerald suggested changing “Transmit ranging/CDMA burst” to “Transmit CDMA ranging burst.”

BS initialization:

Gerald stated that incumbent detection and neighboring network discovery should be done in more detail.  These could occur in parallel.  In the text it should be indicated to loop and sense all TV channels.  The sensing results should then be presented to the higher layers for selection of an operating channel.
