All 0's is a valid address, so the only way to use this value is if that address is reserved just for that purpose. There is no default value for macNPDAddress in the MIB. The MIB attribute should have the same value upon power up and it does if the NPD goes off the air. What should it be?

c. Comment #421:
The comment is concerned about how an SPD should act if the NPD continues to operate as an NPD even after the PPD is gone. The case outlined in the comment is not likely to happen. Subclause D.7.2 says that upon receiving an MLME-PPD-LOST.indication primitive, the recommended action for the NPD is for its NHL to promote the NPD to PPD.
