4. Notes

· The meeting started at 17:00 pm ET and ended at 18:27 pm ET 
· All attendees were aware of the IEEE patent policy
· The agenda was approved unanimously

· The last meeting minutes was approved
· The group heavily discussed and brainstormed FCC R&O Portable Definition, possibility of single network to handle both Mode-II and Mode-I TVBDs. System architecture possibilities such as tree-like. Femto/ Relay: one side communicate with BTS and the other side communicate with Mode-I device. Options to extend the current .22 PAR to include the portable TVBD or to propose a new PAR for a new standard. 
· Personal/Portable device: A TVBD that transmits and /or receives radio communication signals while in Motion or at Unspecified location. 
· If moves beyond 50 meters, it has to re-sense/re-select a TV channel

· Mode-II and Mode-I devices have power limitations but system architecture is not very clear from FCC R&O.
· P2M and P2P architectures! 
· Possibility to retrofit the .22 CPE can be portable! 

· .11 claims the only one considers portable TVBD. 
· Wendong suggests to handle fixed, portable mode-I and mode-II, indoor and out door, urban environment, coexistence and handoff
· If Handoff, the architecture might be quite different

· Modify the current .22 draft wordings and remove the limitations such as directional out door antenna, 10m antenna height etc. Define the TVBD power level classes

· Didn’t spend time on the .22 unique features list yet! 

· Volunteers to draft the portable PAR: Several have expressed interest

· 3 action items

· Gerald will take lead to study the feasibility to extend the current .22 PAR to include portable TVBD. Wendong, Victor, Winston and Robert (miss any one else?) volunteered to help. Gerald will greater a brief draft and will distribute it to the ad-hoc group to collect the comments and consensus first. 
· As Tom suggested, this action will investigate the feasibility to extend the current PAR to include portable TVBD, list the key changes may need and key issues have to be resolved in the current draft particularly in PHY and MAC. 
· Group needs to understand if this extension is “enough” or not!

· Wendong will consult authorities to make clear the procedures of PAR extension or a new PAR proposal. 
· Robert will summarize the unique features list for discussion in next meeting
