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802.22 Update

The standard has been submitted for final approval and publication.

Much of the time during this session was spent considered what to do next under 802.22.

Next projects that 802.22 plans to initiate are:

· PAR for MIBs

· PAR for Management Plane and Procedures

802.22 already has MIBs in the standard but this section needs to be improved by an amendment.  The Management Plane and Procedures PAR might be in the form of a corrigendum.

 
Other possible new projects being considered include:

· Channel bonding

· MIMO

· Relay/hand-off

· Mobility, etc.

802.22 worked together with other WGs in 802.18 to generate a document detailing the TV white space work occurring in the IEEE 802 to send to the ITU-R.

802.22 was presented technology that would presumably allow 802.22 to meet the FCC regulated emissions mask.  This was all presentation/simulation - not proof - but it was encouraging to see that organizations are working this issue.
A chairman from IETF PAWS provided a presentation on the work that his group plans to accomplish.  The IETF process and work description along with the sections in the IEEE 802.22 standard related to database access were discussed.


TG2, recommended practice, continues to work on comment resolution from its first letter ballot.  Approximately half of the comments have been resolved.
