IEEE P802.22-2011 Amendment: Enhancement for Broadband Services and Monitoring Applications
CALL FOR INTENT: Due September 28, 2012

The Call for Intent is a process in which all interested parties are asked to identify their intention to submit proposals. YOU MUST DECLARE YOUR INTENT. You may decide later, if necessary, to retract your intent, but it must be declared.  The purpose of this call is to enable scheduling for the November 2012 Plenary meeting, and assignment of document numbers. All declarations must be submitted on or before September 28, 2012, although scheduling problems may delay some presentations until the January 2013 Interim meeting; however, the goal is to hear all the proposals during the November 2012 Plenary meeting. CALL FOR PROPOSALS: Due October 28, 2012
The IEEE 802.22b Task Group is chartered to develop a standard based on its Project Authorization Request (PAR) and Five Criteria (5C). The P802.22b PAR (http://www.ieee802.org/22/P802_22b_PAR_Approved.pdf), which explains the Scope and Purpose of the project, and the Five Criteria (document: 22-11-0119-04-rasg-5c-for-enhanced-broadband-and-monitoring-amendment) can be found on the IEEE 802.22 WG web page at: http://www.ieee802.org/22/. 

This Call for Proposal solicits data that will fulfill this PAR for the creation of this amendment standard. Additionally, there are 2 other documents that are required reading: (1) the functional requirements (draft document: 22-12-0012-03-000b-functional-requirements-for-ieee-802-22b-amendment – lastest revision) and (2) the selection criteria (draft document: 22-12-0025-08-000b – latest revision). These criteria will be used to evaluate the proposals and can be found on the the IEEE 802.22 Working Group web page at: http://www.ieee802.org/22/.  

PROCESS:
All Proposal Packages must be submitted in mentor no later than October 28, 2012. 

A Proposal Package is defined as follows: A Proposal Package is a set of documents and presentations submitted for consideration by the 802.22b TG.  A Proposal Package shall contain Summary Classification Statement (SCS), Technology Overview Presentation (TOP), and Technology Performance Presentation (TPP) at minimum, and can additionally include Technology Overview Document (TOD) and Technology Performance Document (TPD). The following are the definitions of these documents:

1. Summary Classification Statement (SCS): 
This shall state whether the proposal is a Full Proposal (e.g., PHY/MAC/Cognitive/Air_interface) or a Partial proposal (some subset of a complete system solution), and whether the proposal is Compliant or Not Compliant with the 802.22b Functional Requirements Document (draft document: 22-12-0012-03-000b-functional-requirements-for-ieee-802-22b-amendment – lastest revision).  Proposers who take exception to any of the requirements presented as guidance in the Functional Requirements Document and propose an alternative solution that they believe meets the intent of one or more requirements must note those requirements to which they take exception and present their rational for the exception(s) along with supporting documentation (a narrative, along with supporting analysis and/or simulation results) to explain the reasons for the exception (and why/how it meets the intent of the Functional Requirements Document).


2.  Technology Overview (TO):  
The Technology Overview shall consist of a Technology Overview Document (TOD), and a Technology Overview Presentation (TOP).  
The TOD included with the package should provide a high-level description of all elements of the submitted design.  Format and presentation of the Technology Overview Document should be consistent with a high-quality technical white paper, or a report submitted for publication to an IEEE Journal. 
The TOP shall consist of a set of slides, with included speaker’s notes describing in detail the salient features of the submitted technology.  All presentations shall be formatted in accordance with accepted IEEE 802.22 document templates.

 
3.  Technology Performance Document (TPD):  
The Technology Performance Document (TPD) is a document containing analytical and/or simulation results of the performance study on the proposal in order to show that the goals of the approved 802.22b PAR are met. This document shall also contain separate sections to demonstrate that the proposal meets all the functional requirements described in the approved IEEE 802.22b Functional Requirements Document.
4.  Technology Performance Presentation (TPP):  
The TPP shall consist of a slide set, consistent with the Technology Performance Report that describes in high-level form, the results of the evaluation of the technology. The Technology Performance Presentation slides shall be formatted in accordance with accepted IEEE 802.22 document templates.
The selection criteria (draft document: 22-12-0025-08-000b – latest revision) will be used to evaluate the proposals. It is recommended that the real-time/near real-time video monitoring model (RMM) or proposal defined model (PDM) shown in the selection criteria (draft document: 22-12-0025-07-000b – latest revision) is shown in the proposal, however the proposers may show the results for the different scenarios. It is expected that each presentation will be one hour in length including time for questions. The time for presentation, if requested, can be extended to one and half hour in length including time for questions. The submission can contain supporting documentation such as the TOD or TPD to provide more details than the presentation.  The amount of detail and supporting material is expected to vary widely between submissions.  A more complete submission could improve the candidate proposals’ standing.

Time will be scheduled at the end of the meeting for general discussion, clarification of questions, and ratification of the minutes, so that it can be done with the assistance of the presenters.  

After all proposals have been presented, the selection procedure must be followed by the 802.22b TG proposal selection procedure as documented in 22-12-0008-01-000b-process-document-for-ieee-802-22b (lastest revision).
All submissions and questions should be forwarded to the IEEE 802.22b TG Chair, Vice Chair and IEEE 802.22 WG Chair.
